• Periodicity of meetings: 
▫ At least once a year, usually in the CIML 

meeting. 
• Composition of the Group: 
▫ The CIML President and Vice-President； 
▫ The Director of BIML; 
▫ The Chair of the Advisory Group and 

Secretariat; 
▫ A representative of each of the RLMOs  
▫ The volunteers of OIML developing countries 
▫ And other volunteers appointed in a personal 

capacity  
 

 



1.3 Objective 
• To propose recommendation in respect of OIML 

developing countries polices 

• To guide and assist developing countries to establish 
and/or improve their national metrological systems. 

• To seek funding from all OIML member states and relative 
international aid organizations to provide the possible aid 
resources for developing countries and, organize the aid 
activities. 

• To promote the awareness of the role of metrology in 
public and the government of developing countries. 



1.3 Objective 
• To enhance the enthusiasm of developing countries to 

participate in OIML activities. 

• To promote the adoption of OIML international 
recommendation and documents in developing countries. 

• To propose the consultation and suggestion to RLMOs in 
respect of their activities for developing countries.  

• To investigate sufficiently on cooperation intention and 
needs of all OIML member states and economies, 
especially the needs of developing countries. 



1.4 Principle 
• Carry out the work with OIML activities under the leadership of 

CIML, while consider RLMOs work plan. 

• Coordinate with RLMOs to decide project program, and report to 
CIML President and BIML Director. To ensure the  projects in 
accordance with  decision made by CIML and  RLMOs.  

• AG will carry out CIML work in the scope of CEEMS, based on the 
needs collected.

• Launching web pages focused on developing 

countries issues on OIML web site, mainly for 
communication and information exchange. 

• Organizing the survey of needs from the developing 
countries. 

• Establishing a database of OIML Developing 
Countries Experts Pool ready for consulting work. 

• Collecting and sharing information that helps 
developing countries to establish laws and 
regulations on national metrology infrastructure.

• Organizing the development of guidance and procedures 

that are based on the international documents and 
international recommendations.
